Hello everyone, 

Well preparation for the new season is well underway, with many tasks to be carried 

out before the first ball is bowled. 

The renovations to the club have started and are due for completion before the start 

of the season. This should  provide a great benefit to the club in the long term, with 

much improved changing facilities and a new kitchen. The club along with the Soc-

cer clubs plan to purchase a new Fridge and Furniture which will provide a fresh 

look to club and hopefully renewed interest from potential players and volunteers. 

The club is currently in discussion with the Council as we have received a grant to 

have the bottom deck expanded to 4-5 wickets and a new irrigation system installed 

to both the bottom and top oval. The irrigation will be good as it connects us to the 

reclaimed water and should allow less stringent water restrictions. Unfortunately the 

only downfall is it needs to be done in October meaning we will have to hire a 

ground, perhaps for the entire season to cover the bottom oval, otherwise another 

great outcome for the club and its future.  

On the Junior playing side we will be entering  two under 11 and  under 13 junior 

sides in the PDCA, along with two under 15 side and one under 17 side in the 

ATCA.   

The Seniors will be fielding two day sides in A2, B3 and C3, and a one day side in 

LOD. The D grade side has been promoted from LOE last year. Congratulations to 

Captain Michael Netherton and the team for this accomplishment as it shows we are 

improving  as a club and will be good for club depth in the years to come. 

We are currently planning a Registration day on Sunday  20th September, similar 

to last year for Juniors and Seniors. This was a very successful day and ensured that 

the club started the year in a sound financial position. There will be a BBQ and 

drinks provided on the day. 

Training started on Tuesday the 11th at St Jays with  12 players turning up. If you 

can get to training it is from 6-7 Pm on Tuesday nights. 

There is still plenty to be done and a few positions still open, so if you can help out 

in any way, let us know and lets look forward to utilising the new facilities and hav-

ing a great year at the Para Hills CC. 

Andrew has been working hard on the Sponsorship side , and we look to be retaining 

the majority of our Sponsors from last year.

Contact Stan for more info; stancordwell@optusnet.com.au  

We have discussed the subs at committee meetings and Chris our Treasurer has managed to draft a budget, no 

easy task as we are still negotiating sponsorships, and we must ensure we maintain our funds for the many works 

planned. The Ed has included a subs handout from Chris which covers all members. Get them paid early if at all 

possible, it will save you some $$, and it helps us all a lot, as buying in bulk early provides the most sponsorship. 

Subs for Season 2009/2010 
 

Subs for the coming season have again been set in light of known and anticipated expenditure. Whilst the expanded club-

rooms will provide a welcome boost for the Club in terms of better facilities for existing players and in attracting new play-

ers, there are resultant costs, such as increased rent, cleaning, etc. Our Club also has an opportunity to upgrade fridges at 

a third of the normal cost in conjunction with the junior and senior soccer clubs and together with a possible furniture up-

grade, our facilities should be much improved with the benefit of better efficiency and reduced future repairs and mainte-

nance. It is also possible that the bottom oval centre wicket replacement may occur during the current budget period, and 

whilst a grant of $20,000 has been approved, the club is committed to contributing $12,000 to the project, which will de-

plete our cash reserves. Despite these expenditures, the committee has managed to pass on only a very minor increase in 

Subs over last year due to cost savings achieved in a number of other areas such as coaching, rubbish/recycling collection. 

Junior Subs for 2009/10 will be as follows: U11 $120, U13 $120, U15 $140, U17 $170. Please note 50% is 

required upon registration or prior to playing, with the balance due by 31st 

October 2009. A 25% discount applies to Subs for a second and subse-
quent Junior in the immediate family. All Junior players without a PHCC 

playing shirt with Club & Sponsor Logos (i.e. the shirts issued last season) 
will need to purchase one from the club before playing at a cost of $25. 

 
Senior Subs for 2009/10 will be as follows: Early Bird Subs $275 if paid by 24th October 2009, Normal 

Subs $305 if paid by 19th December 2009, or Per Game Subs will 

be levied at $60 membership & $20 per one day game or $40 per 
two day game. All Senior players will be required to pay at least 

$140 prior to playing (which includes membership fee and either 4 
one day games or 2 two day games). The balance is due as per the 

above dates. All Senior players without a PHCC playing shirt with 

Club & Sponsor Logos (i.e. the shirts issued last season) will need 
to purchase one from the club prior to playing at a cost of $25.  

 
Payments may be made at the Bar/Canteen or direct to the Treasurer, Chris Langfield who will issue 

you with your shirt (if applicable). Pro rata negotiations will be 

considered in special circumstances. A 25% discount applies to 
Seniors who are bona fide students and unemployed.  

 
The Club extends a big thank you to all the players last year who paid Subs in a timely manner thereby 
greatly assisting in the smooth running of the Club’s affairs. PLEASE NOTE : A small number of players still owe 
Subs from prior seasons. These amounts must be settled in full (or a suitable repayment plan arranged with the President or 

Treasurer) prior to playing. The selection committee have been advised that non -financial players will not be selected .

On the 1st August TT received an email requesting our club compile a list of players who had made a century for the Para 

Hills Cricket Club. Sadly this was not received in the initial mail-out in April 2008, with more time we may have dug a little 
deeper, but we were fortunate to have 14 days to get as many as we could. The reason? A National Archive is being cre-

ated with a book entitled ñThe Official Register of Australiaôs Centurionsò and if verified by your club/association as having 
been made in an official competition, your very own century innings will be noted. 

 
TT has since informed me that he was able to provide the publisher with eighty (yes, 80!) hundreds scored by Batsmen 

for PHCC! They go back to 1970/71. This was an incredible effort given we do not have good records, and he has gone 
through his limited player records and spoken to many past and present players.

phone bills arriving this month; the Ed.) He would like to thank everyone who made efforts to dust off their trophies and

Your all-round detective/research/compilation skills are most appreci-

ated, as are the generous comments youõve made about the Tons of Runs project. Iõm overjoyed to know that the 

Adelaide cricket world is abuzz. Against a backdrop of 15-18 hours days for 18 monthsêyour feedback is such a 

tonic for a weary publisher.  

Youõll note that the 5 x 100s made in Paraõs 2008/09 season have been removed from the updated spreadsheet. Iõve 

placed them in another file called Biennial ---  the follow -up publication ---  which will list only two seasons of tons 

[2008/09 and 2009/10]. Please break it gently to these gentlemen that theyõve missed the boat. Itõs a publishing truth 

that one cannot compile and publish data at the same time, so 2007/08 was established as the cut-off season.

Late Mail/Breaking News 
Silverstream No 2 awarded Minor Capital Works Grant of $20,000 to replace the current wicket with a 4-5 wicket 

square, PHCC to contribute maximum $12,000.
